The Brave Timkos
A Delaware family in World War Il

In a ceremony held this past Veterans Day, a unique
Delaware family was honored by the Office of Vetsra
Affairs with assistance from the Heritage Commigsio
Americans from every state can recall the servicg a
sacrifice of the Sullivan brothers. The brothessne
from rural roots in Waterloo, lowa and joined thawi
with the motto, “We stick together.” When all div
Sullivan brothers were killed in action when thelnip,
the USSJuneau,was sunk under intense enemy fire,
President Franklin D. Roosevelt noted in a telegtam
the boys’ mother that, “such acts of fate and tedt in
the face of tragedy convince me of the indomitasipiit
and will of our people.”

Such an “indomitable spirit” could be found in anidy

here in Delaware. Showing the same courage and the

Sullivan attitude of “sticking together,” th&imko
family from Wilmington sent seven sons and one
daughter to serve their country in World War II.

Paul Timko — United States Coast Guard, served as an oiler
aboard four different Coast Guard vessels seeitigram the
Atlantic and Mediterranean.

Michael Timko — United States Navy, served aboard the
aircraft carriefLexingtonas an Electricians Mate in the Pacific
theatre from 1943 until the end of the war.

Mitchell Timko - United States Navy, served as a
Torpedoman’s Mate First Class aboard the destrAjmart S.
Grant

Frank Timko — United States Army, served in the Army
Air Corps as a bombardier and maintained the Norden
Bombsight.

Ivan Timko — United States Army, served as a private first
class with the Headquarters unit in the China, Byrindia
Theatre of Operations. Pvt. Timko received theopean
African Middle Eastern service medal and the GooadTict
medal.

Andrew Timko — United States Army, served as Staff
Sergeant in G Company I#infantry. A squad leader of
riflemen, Sgt Timko fought throughout Italy and wasunded
in action. He was awarded the Purple Heart, Corrifantry
Badge, Good Conduct medal and two Battle Stars.

Anne Timko — Women’s Auxiliary Army Corps, served as |
a Chief Clerk at Fort Des Moines, lowa and was ltisged
with the rank of Sergeant.

Nick Timko — United States Navy, served aboard the
destroyerMeredith in the Pacific. In April 1942, Nick was
part of the task force escorting the carkrnet from which
planes led by Col. James Doolittle bombed Tokyo famous
“Shangri-La” Raid. Shortly after departing Espirffanto on
October 12 theMeredith was attacked while escorting a
convoy of freighters to Guadalcanal by a force 8fcarrier
based bombers and torpedo planes. The damagetahsarid
the Meredith went down on October 15, 1942. Chief Water
Tender Timko was killed in the attack. In the tgbph to
Chief Timko’s widow in Los Angeles, the Navy redtgty
confirming her husband’s death, it is stated thhie€CTimko
died of burns received in enemy action. Chief Tarakamily
received his Purple Heart and memorial letter fi@rasident
Roosevelt.

The family had 10 children total.Mary and Sophie
were young children during the war.

This unique family came from humble roots in
Wilmington and eventually settled into farm life tme
outskirts of Newark. In 1944 the family moved from
their Brookside area farm (the present-day neigniaa

of Scottfield) so the Army could use the land fdyanb
depot. Mitchell Timko recalls his father sayirng tday
they moved off the farm — “I have all of my boysdan
one daughter in the service, | have to do my paot’t
Discharge papers report that the sons worked atyaof
blue-collar jobs from metal grinder to carpenter to
general farmhand.

A Tribute to Black Teachers

It has been fifty years since the passage of the
historic Brown v. Board of Educatiomdecision which
ruled separate educational facilities inherentlyqual.
Black teachers, in spite of the conditions of sgated
schools, utilized their talents and skills to edaca
countless black children to become productive etz
in a segregated society. The Afro-American Histdric
Society of Delaware honored those black teacheds an
recognized the valuable contributions they madeatdw
the educational, social and moral development of
African Americans at a tribute banquet this winter.

As you read the biographies of three of the
teachers honored at the event, please note thatatev
teachers had not taught in the segregated schools i
Delaware prior to the landmark decision of 1954.
However, as information was received from the teegh
it was decided thatll of the teachers who sent a history
of their work in the segregated schools would be
recognized. Of the 247 teachers, 54 survive taay
were in attendance at the banquet. So, it is tirabese
teachers thaALL TEACHERS who contributed to the
education of our children were honored. Three
biographies have been selected randomly for this
publication of “Fully, Freely, & Entirely.”

Mrs. Hazeur directed the first Head Start
Program in Wilmington, Delaware; directed a threety
project with Dr. Prescott of the University of Méagd
dealing with understanding children and youth ie th
1950s; and worked with Dr. Muriel Cosby, initiatitige
first Adventure in Human Relations in the Wilmingto
area. With the advent of desegregation, Mrs. Hawaer
transferred to Carrcroft Elementary School in 19Ir8.
1984, Mrs. Hazeur retired as the principal of Qanfic
Elementary School in the Brandywine School District
This prominent educator says she always employed
"loving discipline." Her advice to inspiring eduo&t is:
"Don't attempt to teach unless you really havedbsre
to shape lives. Education is no place for those eartter
the field because it will make a nice career."

Mrs. Hazeur has been the recipient of many
awards and she has been active in many organizgation
She is currently a member of Alpha Kappa Alpha
Sorority, Inc., The Aphabettes, the Wilmington Cleap
of Links, The Women, and St. Joseph's Catholic €ur
Wilmington where she served as its first Council
President. Recently, Mrs. Hazeur was honored by the
Wilmington Branch, NAACP and by the Debnam
House.
